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Sante and Images as Evidence Discussion

1) List 5 – 7 ways that Sante defines “evidence.” With so many definitions, can we come to a conclusion of what exactly evidence is?

2) Choose a photograph from the text (preferably one that contains a body or bodies and not one that was discussed in the course forum) and complete the following:

a. As a group, write a 10 sentence description of the photograph, staring the with phrase “The subject of the photograph in Plate # is. . . .” Imagine that you are writing for someone who is blind, who has, obviously, never seen the images but needs to know what it looks like. Be as detailed, yet as clear as you can be. Avoid interpretation and do not use Sante description of the photograph’s historical context.

b. Many of you in your forum postings argued that, yet, photographs like these—and the ones that you chose to discuss online—are, indeed, writing spaces. How so? Provide 3-5 reasons why (and if you think they are not, then why not). If the image is a writing space, then who is/are the author(s)? Think about this as if you have not read the “Corpus Delicti.”

c.  Now, look again at the photograph in terms of Sante’s discussion of it in “Corpus Delicti.” Does his text change the writing space of the photograph at all? If so, what is changed? And who is now the author(s)?
